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[ Abstract] Infectious diseases had seasonal and clincal characteristics. Medical students had short
clinical practice time, so they couldn’t contact the different infectious disease during their practice time.
Medical students could take part in different roles by role-playing case method. They could have better
exercises on communication with patients. This method could improve the students grasp the diagnosis and

treatment of the infectious diseases, and improve the medicine students’ communication ability with the

patients when they begin their clinical work.
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
